Course Description  
 
This course will examine the history, techniques, and themes of Canadian animation 
from its early days to the present.  The relationship between animation and Canadian 
culture, including traditions, values, belief systems, myths, and motifs will be studied.  
Animation as an art form, a profession, and an area of academic study will also be 
examined. 
 
Objectives of the Course  
 
To become familiar with the terminology and the major figures and films in Canadian 
animation; to be able to discuss how the themes and messages in Canadian animation 
reflect Canada’s culture; to be able to discuss how Canadian animation fits in with the 
study of animation as a whole.
