Andrew Podnieks has observed, “You cannot live in Canada without being touched
somehow by hockey,” and Bruce Kidd has called hockey “the dance of life, an
affirmation that despite the deadly chill of winter we are alive.” This course will
examine the inter-relataionship between the sport of hockey and Canadian identity.
It will explore hockey from historical, cultural, gender-based, literary and other
perspectives.

Objectives of the Course

1. To familiarize studetns with key events, issues, and figures in Canadian hockey
through history.

2. To enable students to make connections between the issues in hockey and the
issues in Canadian life, both past and present.

3. To enable students to appreciate how interdisciplinarity informs and reveals a
culture.
